1. Generosity is commendable (vv. 14-16; 
1 John 3:17; Heb. 13:5; 1 Tim. 6:8).
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2. Generous giving creates positive 
consequences.
a. provision for a needy person (v. 18)
b. profit for the giver (v. 17; Prov. 11:24-25)
c. the pleasure of God (v. 18; Rom. 12:1)
d. a promise that God will meet our needs (v. 19)
