THE REVELATION OF THE GOSPEL (v.21-31)
v.21 BUT NOW!
	

Four great doctrines taught in v.21-26.
1. God has promised a righteousness of His Own for men and women, a righteousness we do not possess ourselves. (This is the very heart or theme of the Word of God)
2. This righteousness is by grace. We do not deserve it. In fact, we are incapable of EVER deserving it.
3. It is the work of the Lord Jesus Christ in dying for His people, redeeming them from their sin, that has made this grace on God’s part possible.
Redemption
Propitiation
Justification
It is because of Jesus’ death that there is a Christian gospel.  The Gospel is for all (because all have sinned and fallen short of the glory of God v.23).
4. This righteousness, which God has graciously provided becomes ours through simple faith.
