4. Who comes to mind that you think is “too far gone” for the love of Christ to reach? Or for them to be saved? Will you repent of that thinking and begin praying fervently for their salvation?
5. Hebrews 7:24-25 “But He (Jesus) holds His priesthood permanently, because He continues forever. Consequently, He is able to save to the uttermost those who draw near to God through Him, since He always lives to make intercession for them.”
Will you read these two verses several times, meditate on them, and then take the time to praise and thank the Lord for the salvation that He Alone brings?
